	AON Re has announced further restructuring following the earlier appointment of a former Munich Re board member to its international reinsurance arm.  Its latest reshuffle involves its global accident, health and life reinsurance team. Ellsworth Whiteman III will lead the re-organised operation based in New York and report to Michael Bungert, president of Aon Re Global.  He will work with David Menzies in London, Roger Smith in Chicago and Joseph Kolodney in Stamford to build the unit's brokerage capability around the world. "We are committed to providing a single, seamless, global reinsurance brokerage capability to all of our insurance and reinsurance clients," Mr Bungert said. "Our goal is to assemble all the resources necessary to deliver much needed accident, health and life reinsurance products, solutions and services to our clients," he added.  In September (ID, September 9) the international broker said that it will combine its global reinsurance operations under one organisation, Aon Re Global. The new unit will have offices in more than 30 countries, aiming to serve local companies and global organisations.  Paul Davies, chairman of Aon Re Worldwide, was named as senior chairman of the unit while Dennis Mahoney will be executive chairman and Michael Bungert president of Aon Re Global and chief executive officer of Aon Re Americas.  Clement Booth joined as chief executive officer of Aon Re International, a unit of Aon Re Global. Mr Booth was previously a member of Munich Re's board of management and will combine his new role with the position of chief administrative officer of Aon Re Global. Ross McKenzie, head of Aon Re International, becomes vice-chairman of Aon Re Americas. Colin Bryan remains head of Aon Re UK, and will also become vice-chairman of Aon Re International.
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
